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I suppose I have been a photographer all my
life, my earliest memories are of my Mother
showing me a camera and I remember looking
through a tiny hole (viewfinder) and seeing just
a portion of the world outside.

I think as photographers we are always trying to
widen that small viewfinder, to make the
restricted view so much wider and more
meaningful. I know I certainly am. I started with
film 110 film in a tiny pocket camera. One
Christmas I was given a compact 35mm camera
and I travelled the country shooting with it.
I never left home without the camera in my
pocket and at least a couple of rolls of film, as
the years rolled by, I was always looking in
camera shops at these mysterious devices, with
dials, number, wheels and parts which detached
from the body. I yearned to know how much

more I could photograph if only my lens was a
little bigger or a little wider? Sadly, finances
dictated that this answer was some years off.
I think I was about eighteen when I bought my
first SLR camera, knowing nothing about these
devices I walked into the shop and spent hours
looking and talking to the salesman, I was
fortunate in the fact that he was a good salesman
and a good photographer. His sage advice to me
was to buy the best equipment I could afford; in
that way I could never blame my tools for a bad

job. Leica was of course out of the question;
however, he did recommend a Yashica Body
which would accept Zeiss lenses, he dutifully
sold me a Yashica 35mm body and a 50mm Zeiss
Planar lens. The lens is still in use today via an
adapter on my present kit.
Of course, family, friends and work colleagues
came along and I was pressed into duties as the
family photographer, then as a friend’s Wedding
I was pressed into service, the local football club
needed a photographer to record the end of
