In the heart of a small, rural town, where
resources were scarce and inclusive education
even scarcer, Bryant O'Donnell forged his own
path to become a beacon of hope, resilience,
and unapologetic authenticity. A proud
activist, 1influencer, entertainer, host, and
promoter, Bryant's journey is a testament to
turning life's challenges into a powerful force
for change. His story, brimming with courage
and purpose, is one that inspires and uplifts,
making him a true luminary in the fight for HIV
awareness and LGBTQ+ advocacy.

Growing up in the 1990s, Bryant faced a world
where being part of the LGBTQ+ community
was rarely iscussed openl\(, especially within
his own family. Without role models to guide
him or access to comprehensive education
about HIV, he navigated his identity and life
lessons through sheer determination. "l had to
create my own persona,” Bryant shares,
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reflecting on his journey of self-discoveril. At
23, he came out, embarking on a decade-long
relationship that culminated in a six-year
marriage. Though the marriage ended in
divorce, Bryant views this moment not as a
setback but as the spark that ignited his true
self. "It was the start of stepping into who |
truly was,” he says with conviction.

Just one week after his divorce, Bryant faced
another life-altering moment: an HIV-positive
diagnosis on October 27, 2021. What could
have been a devastating blow became the
cornerstone of his life’s mission. "'l turned what
was supposed to take me out into my guiding
light,” he declares.

Today, Bryant is a passionate spokesmodel for
HIV Stops with Me, one of New York State’s
largest and longest-running HIV campaigns. As
a New York State Certified Peer Worker in HIV
and Harm Reduction, and a graduate with an
Associate of Applied Science in Community &
Human Services, he has transformed his
personal struggles into a platform for
advocacy and education.

Bryant’s motto, "Turning
My Mess into a Message
& My Vulnerability into a
Superpower,”
encapsulates his
dynamic work as a
motivational  speaker
and “edutainer.” As the
Founder, Director, and
CEO of RaisingA The
VIBRATION, he channels
his energy into uplifting
communities, breaking
stigma, and fostering
hope. His previous roles
as a Ryan White Case
Manager at the Southern
Tier AIDS Program, Inc.,
and Director of
Recreation at Norwich
Rehabilitation and
Nursing Center
showcase his
commitment to service.
"I speak out, not for
myself, but to be a voice
for those who've had
theirs taken from them,”
he says, his words
resonating with
purpose.

As an LGBTQ+ activist,
Bryantis relentless in his
dedication  to HIV
prevention and
awareness. His mission
is clear: to end the
stigma surrounding HIV,
break the cycle of
silence, and celebrate a
future free from AIDS.
With every speech,
every campaign, and
every heartfelt
connection, Bryant
O’Donnell is not just
raising the vibration—
he's  rewriting  the
narrative, proving that
vulnerability is indeed a
superpower.

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Bunny Bee, also known as the glamorous blonde, is the
owner of La Burla Bee, Colorado Springs’ first and only
full-time cabaret. With over 16 years of performance
experience, Bunny has solidified her place as one of
the most influential figures in the burlesque scene.
She has headlined performances and been featured at
over 30 burlesque festivals and countless venues
worldwide, earning her a reputation as an
internationally recognized burlesque performer.

Starting her burlesque career in 2009, Bunny's dream
was always to create a space for artistic expression
and inclusiveness, leading to the opening of La Burla
Bee in 2021. As a business owner, she has been
instrumental in establishing her cabaret as a thriving
hub of entertainment and culture. Bunny’s venue has
not only become a staple in Colorado Springs, but it's
also won over 60 awards, including being named the
#1 overall bar in the region and receiving recognition
in arts and hospitality sectors.

Burlesque Career and Community Leadership

In addition to her entrepreneurial pursuits, Bunny's
influence on the burlesque world is undeniable. Since
2014, she has served on the Board of the Burlesque
Hall of Fame (BHoF) in Las Vegas and was the Chair of
the Board from 2021 to 2023. She has also been a co-
owner of the Colorado Burlesque Festival and
received numerous accolades for her contributions to
the art form. Locally, she was featured by the Cultural
Office of the Pikes Peak Region as one of thirty-one
artists during their Arts Month, becoming the first
burlesque performer to receive such an honor.

Bunny was voted Best Artist in Colorado Springs for
three consecutive years — 2022, 2023, and 2024 —
by the Best of Colorado Springs Indy Awards, making
her the first burlesque performer to earn this
distinction. Her recognition reflects her deep
commitment to not only performing but also
advocating for the burlesque community and its rich
history. Bunny’s achievements on a global scale
demonstrate her leadership in both the arts and the
cultural community.

Modeling Career

Beyond burlesque, Bunny Bee is also a well-regarded
figure in the modeling industry. Known for her striking
beauty and confident demeanor, she has collaborated
with a range of renowned photographers, brands, and
promotional campai%ns, including partnerships with
bikini brands and Playboy. Her modeling work has
earned her significant notoriety, making her a
respected name in both the burlesque and fashion
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communities.

Her modeling career, much like
her burlesque performances,
emphasizes body positivity, self-
expression, and empowerment.

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From Shadows to Spotlight: The Rise of
Shawnta Hill

Born  DiShawnta Hill in  Harrisburg,
Pennsylvania, Shawnta Hill's journey is one
marked by resilience, self-discovery, and
brilliance that refuses to be dimmed. Raised in
the 80s and 90s in a close-knit, family-
oriented environment, her childhood was
filled with both challenges and enduring
support. Despite facing peer pressure and
limited resources, Hill credits her upbringing—
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and a family that stood strong together—for
helping her weather early storms.

As a teen, she stepped into motherhood, with
no ambition beyond becoming a good mom. "I
tried my best to stay clear of the spotlight,”
she recalls, even thouah her beauty never
went unnoticed. Childhood days spent in
pageants and cheerleading, with dresses hand-
sewn by her mother, made her no stranger to
the stage—but never its center.

It wasn't until her late 30s that Hill chose to
rewrite her narrative. Modeling, originally a
confidence-building exercise, became a
gateway to creative expression. And it took off.
She began landing billboards, magazine
spreads, fashion shows, and stylized
photoshoots, all while staying true to herself:
shy, goofy, nerdy, and deeply authentic. "I
came in late at 39, but nothing can stop me
now—and I'm not even up yet,” she says at 41,
with fire in her eyes and more to prove.

A self-proclaimed “"Queen of many crowns,”
Hill is more than a model. She's a mother,
entrepreneur, fashion designer, writer, and
artist. Her small business, SoFresh Cleaning

Service, speaks to her work ethic and ambition
to build generational wealth. "Hey Momma, |
made it ," she beams—a testament to what
believing in yourself can truly manifest.

Shawnta Hill is proof that it's never too late to
shine, especially when you stop counting
yourself out. She didn’t ask to be a model—but
she became one. And in doing so, she's
inspiring others to embrace the unexpected
paths that lead to purpose.

"I'm not done yet. The crown fits—and I'm
wearing it!"
