In 2023, I became the Level 2 
Champion in Great Britain, which was 
one of my proudest achievements so 
far. This season, I’ve already qualified 
for the British Qualifiers and I’m 
training hard with the goal of 
competing at the British 
Championships later this year.

I train at Blackpool and Blackburn Ice 
Arenas under the expert guidance of 
Katie Stainsby, a former Dancing on 
Ice professional, and Oscar Peter, a 
former Swiss National Champion and 
World competitor in free and pairs 
skating. Their experience, passion, and 
belief in me have pushed me to 
improve my skills, refine my artistry, 
and set even bigger goals. Each

technical skills I would need for a Senior-level 
competition.
